Your Task:


Congratulations! You have been selected from a group of environmental consultants to convince a Government of Canada committee of the need to add a new national park in your chosen ecozone. You are required in groups of 4 to research information on the ecozone and create a PowerPoint slide show that addresses all components of the ecozone including landforms, climate, vegetation/soils, wildlife, landforms, parks and human activities. The slide show should be colourful and descriptive, yet concise and accurate. You must incorporate all types of graphics including pictures, maps, graphs and charts. Choose your partners wisely – all group members will receive the same mark!

Bonus: Advertisement

Create a tourism advertisement for your chosen ecozone. This advertisement should be something creative and in intended to highlight your ecozone and get people to visit it. It should be approximately 11x17 in size and should show the important attributes of your ecozone. Use images, text, a slogan, logo, etc. to promote your ecozone.
GUIDELINES

Your purpose is to convince the government to provide funding this coming year to expand protected areas in your ecozone. For this scenario, the six topics to be researched and illustrated are:

Location

· Include a map showing the location of your ecozone and significant sites within your zone (cities, landmarks, existing national parks, etc.)

· Include all required map elements

Landforms

· Describe in your own words, including the formation of the landforms

· Include and label photographs

Climate

· Include a graph, analysis, and a short description

Vegetation, Soil and Wildlife

· Describe in your own words

· Include and label photographs

Human Land Use

· a brief history of settlement, main cities, and business, industry, and resources

· include and label photographs

Travel Information

· include information in your own words about camping, tourist attractions, events and travel tips

· include and label photographs

Reasons for your Park

· This is the most important section. You will need to highlight the endangered species and spaces that your park will protect. It may also protect an indigenous people, culture and way of life. 

· It might protect future resource extraction scheduled for the area.

· It may be used to study the effects of climate change or a certain ecosystem

· You may wish to insert the reasons throughout the presentation, or put them at the end … or both. It’s up to you.

References – all material used must be listed in your References page to be submitted with your script
You must have at least 3 in-text citations (in your slide show) See the website for how to do this.

· On the day of your Presentation you must hand in a printed copy of your presentation (6 slides per page), your script, your references, your Ecozone biography Card , and Analysis worksheet.
· You will also be marked on organization (Layout), spelling/grammar, creativity, neatness, and overall effectiveness (see marking rubric)
