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This year’s summative is an exploration of Canadian Issues and global issues that affect Canada and Canadians. You may join a group to inquire, explore, research, and present information on one common topic, or you may do it on your own.  Each student will explore their own issue associated with that topic area.

We will have 6 periods of class time to do our research and prepare our presentation. Students are expected to do work on their own time as well.

This is both a group project and individual project. You will earn your Summative marks based on a number of steps and criteria.

SUMMATIVE REQUIREMENTS

Each  student is required to present to the class for 20 minutes on a predetermined day. The main component of the presentation is a PowerPoint slide show to the class.

PowerPoint shows will be given to Mr. Miller prior to the actual presentation and will be used for assessment purposes. They will be stapled into your Summative Booklet following your presentation.

The purpose of your proposal is two fold. One is to communicate your plan to myself to ensure that it meets the requirements set out. Secondly it will allow feedback from your classmates and myself. This will enhance your success and therefore your mark.

2. PowerPoint Presentation – Thinking Process (10 marks)
The purpose of this portion of the presentation is to communicate your thought process in reaching your topic, issue, focus question and thesis. Regardless of how you will present your findings (model, speaker, video etc) all students will have this component that will precede their Issue Presentation

3. Issue Presentation/ Product ( 60 marks) Two Choices
Choice One: Issue Presentation without a Thesis (Expository)
The purpose of this portion of the presentation is to explore your issue area and explain your issue to the class. Your information must be cited in APA format.
It will likely involve the following components. This is only a guideline. Your topic may require a different format
Time: 20 minutes                   Format: your choice(s)          Style: First Person Formal

1. Topic and Issue Introduction This is where you will share your topic and Issue. Some of you will have a Thesis… In other words you will share your Point of View on your Issue, and include your 3 subtopics to defend your point of view … others will only have their issue that they
2. Historical / Background information – include the causes relating to the issue. This may include any number of topics or historical events that you feel are relevant to the understanding of the present day issue
3. Economic Importance to Canada / Global
4. Location Information: a map 
5. Communication of the Issue: including the different sides of the issue. This relates to the stakeholder groups in that different groups have different perspectives on an issue.
6. Communication of the Stakeholders Groups – who are they and what is their position with respect to the issue. This slide must be a graphic organizer.
7. How your issue relates to the concept of sustainability
8. Consequences of your issue on the following three areas: 

      Environment, People: social & culture, Economy

9. Possible solutions to your issue
Choice Two: Issue Presentation with a Thesis (Argumentative)
Similar to the outline above in that you will provide some background information on your issue, but you TAKE A STAND ON AN ISSUE will spend most of your time defending your Thesis and supporting it with your researched 3 subtopics. This will be in the style of Point Proof Comment as done in class.

Each subtopic should have 3 cited proofs to support it. These may be in the form of a quote, paraphrase, statistics, tables, charts, graphs etc.

Your information must be cited in APA format.

Format:

How you do the above is up to you. You may wish to incorporate a number of communication areas in your presentation. 

· If you choose to do a model or a static display of some sort, you will still be required to explain it.

· Language is formal using geographic terms learned this year

· Classroom interaction is encouraged but not mandatory. Ensure you have good classroom management if you run a Q&A or game. Do not waste time. Make sure your game has a purpose and outcome.
· You will have 20 minutes to present or longer if negotiated with me

· Ensure you have tested all your presentation software / laptops etc BEFORE your presentation day!
· You may use the classroom at lunch for work time. Please book with me
· The most important requirement is to show your proof and support for what you communicate in the form of text, graphs, quotes, data, etc. This will be APA format as well. Point Proof Comment is an encouraged model to follow.

4. Script (10 marks)

This is your script for all parts of your presentation except your proposal . 

Style:     your choice (point form, paragraph, cue cards etc)

Format: word processed, 12 pt. double spaced
5. References APA Format (10 marks)

Each individual is responsible for completing a Reference List in proper APA format and adding it to your Summative booklet as the last entry.

PRESENTATION DATES 

Each group will be required to present on their specific day as chosen by a lottery in class.  No lates and no extensions. A doctor’s note is required for missing your presentation day, and you will have to do a make up presentation at lunch.

· Ask a number of questions about your topic area. You can only do this in an intelligent fashion if you research your issue.

· Choose a FOCUS QUESTION that will guide your research…

·                 Is nuclear energy good or bad for Canadians?

·                 Do we admit the right amount and types of immigrants to Canada?

·                 Are our current forestry practices sustainable?

·                 How do Multinational Corporations harm developing countries?

·                 Why is our ground water at risk?

·                 What is the current state of the Great Lakes environmentally?

·                 Does resource extraction in the north benefit First Nations people?
·                 Why are the living conditions on reserves similar to those in Third

                World countries?
FOCUS QUESTION (Only if you Choose Option Two)
· The answer to this question becomes your THESIS STATEMENT that will guide the rest of your research. Remember, your thesis statement is your Point of View that you are going to defend.
Examples:
Nuclear Energy is good for the Canadian economy.

Nuclear Energy is essential to meet our energy needs.

Nuclear Energy is environmentally irresponsible
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
