OVERVIEW

This year’s regions project will be a true reflection of what your region has to offer. You will be required to reach back to all areas of study to create and present a PowerPoint presentation on a region of your choice. The project will entail both class time and preparation time on your own. 

The project will have you choose a region and present it to your classmates. Your presentation will act like a travel guide. That is, all the information a tourist requires if they were to travel there is presented by you.

You may do the project on your own, but it is recommended to do it with one other person. It is important to note that if you choose partners, everyone will receive the same mark, so it is important to choose someone who you work well with, is committed to the same topic, and level of achievement as you are. If you have problems with your partner, see me immediately!

FORMAT

You will be responsible for presenting for at least a 10 minute PowerPoint presentation on an assigned date. During this presentation you will introduce and discuss your topic, lead the class through your presentation. You may use any creative methods you want to enhance your presentation, including a game, trivia about your topic, music from the region or food to munch on while you are presenting. The more enjoyable you make your presentation; the more comfortable you will feel being in front of the class. Your presentation must be carefully scripted and rehearsed to ensure proper timing and success. In other words I will have to ‘cut’ you off after your time is up! Your assigned day is yours! You MUST present on this day!

TECHNICAL INFORMATION

During your library time you will be building your electronic slide show to incorporate the criteria outlined below. Mr. Tilt will have a laptop and projector set up in class for your presentation. Make sure you save it to a jump drive (memory stick) as you can use my account to access videos that pertain to your country.
PRESENTATION COMPONENTS

1. An oral introduction about your topic (brief)

2. A PowerPoint presentation of 10 minutes in duration
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POWERPOINT CRITERIA

This is the body of your work. You must do a great deal of research to fulfill the requirements outlined below

1.        Introductory Slide: Your title, name(s), any general catch phrase or 

attention grabber’ will go here. Include an image if you want. Must include the type of region!
2.       Location Slide(s): A map showing the location of your tourist area in the 

world.

            You will probably want to have another map that shows a close up of the 

area. 

(Note: At some point later in the presentation, don’t be afraid to show another map of a specific place or area. If your map is not clear or easy to read…don’t show it – it will just confuse.)

3.       Landscape Slides: This series of slides should show images of the land. These would include the landforms, natural vegetation, and animal life. The amount you show here is up to you. It must be broad enough to give the viewer a clear understanding of what your region has to offer. (Note: 3-5 slides suggested). Text SHOULD be added to these slides to help explain images.

4. Climate Slide:  Discuss the different climate elements of the region. 

                          Temperature and precipitation, rainy seasons, etc. You will want to 


include a climate graph of a major city in the region.

5. The Region/Country/ City Fact Slides: to describe the facts of your tourist

                region. Some facts are:  

· population

· area (size)

· ethnicity of the people

· unique cultural features (cuisine, sports, language, architecture etc.)      (Note: 3 - 5 slides)
5. Tourist Attractions: You will outline through images and text the main tourist attractions and activities of your area. This is an important part of your slideshow so don’t skimp! Any special holidays and festivals would go here. (Note: 2-3 slides)
6. Getting there and away: Include here a typical cost to get to your area by plane. The name of the airline of the country if applicable and the most common gateway city that you fly into. You may want to include flying time. (Note: 1 slide)
7. Money and Documents: You will want to have some information showing the exchange rates with the local currency and whether any special documentation is required to enter the country. This would include visas, visa costs, and inoculations. (Note: 1-2 slides) (Go to expedia.ca for the currency converter)
8. Accommodation: Typical places to stay and cost. You may use an example of a hotel or hostel for your slide. A picture of the accommodation is important. (Note: 1 – 2 slides)
9. What to take: General packing tips for the traveler. Focus on clothes. There may be some cultural do’s and don’ts. (Note: 1 slide)
10. Be Aware: What do you have to be wary of when traveling? Are there any dangers in the region. Navigate to the Foreign Affairs Canada website and go to Travel Warnings. http://www.international.gc.ca/international/index.aspxheft, travel scams; violence; attitudes towards women travelers; attitudes towards Americans (which we can be mistaken for!) are all safety issues. You may include here penalties for drug related offences. (Note: 1-2 slides)
11. End Slide: Here you must say ‘Thank you’ and ‘Good bye’ in the language of your region!

12. Work Cited: A final slide with your work cited done in the format outlined in your package. In APA format. See Preston High School APA formatting on website for details
POWERPOINT DOS AND DON’TS

· You may want to have ‘topic’ slides or ‘divider’ slides to let the audience know what’s coming up next. This will also help keep you organized!

· Another way to separate the different sections of your presentation is through the use of colour backgrounds or page format. Keeping a consistent ‘look’ will help the audience follow your show.

· KISS principle means Keep It Simple Silly. Too many bells and whistles will detract from your presentation and the audience will lose focus and be muddled by all the audio/visual information you’re ‘throwing at them’. 

TECHIE TIPS!

· When you are presenting your slide show you may want to put your script in the box below your slide. Your audience will not see your slide, but you can use them as speaking notes.

· Your presentation also involves a student handout to be completed by the class while you are presenting. A ‘prompt’ on your slide may let them know this information is to be acted upon.
